This conference addresses the gendered dynamics of (im)mobility and
explores the ways in which African women from all over the continent
navigate border crossing. 

Espace culturel et artistique Riad Sultan 
Inauguré en novembre 2021, le Riad Sultan est un espace culturel et artistique
d'exception niché au cœur de la Kasbah de Tanger. L'espace qui date au XVIIIe, est
l'endroit où se situaient les écuries royales. C'est aujourd'hui un théâtre de poche et
un theatre de proximite, le premier du genre au Maroc. Après avoir été abandonné
pendant des années, avec plusieurs personnes qui voulaient l'annexer à leurs
habitations, ce fut l'initiative personnelle du dramaturge Zoubeir Benbouchta de
faire revivre et défendre cet espace avec le soutien et la coopération de
nombreuses institutions de la région. 

Inaugurated in November 2021, Riad Sultan is an exceptional cultural and artistic
space nestled in the heart of the Kasbah of Tangier. The space  which dates back to
XVIIIe,  is where the royal stables used to be situated. It is now a community
theatre, the first of its kind in Morocco. After being abandoned for years, with
several people who wanted to annex it to their homes, it was the personal initiative
of the playwright Zoubeir Benbouchta to revive and defend this space with the
support and cooperation  of many institutions from the region.
